RESIDENTIAL REFUSE COLLECTION

GUIDELINES

BULK ITEMS Household appliances, furniture, mattresses
and large household items.
Collection: North--Monday and Thursday
South--Tuesday and Friday
GARBAGE Household refuse subject to decay, includes food
residue and waste such as cans, bottles, paper, cardboard boxes
and other small debris which can be bagged or placed in a metal
or plastic garbage container.
Collection: Same as Bulk items.
YARD WASTE Shrubs, tree trimmings or any green
vegetation. Collection: Zone 1 Monday Zone 2 Tuesday
Zone 3 Thursday Zone 4 Friday
Zone 5 Wednesday

SUMMARY of GUIDELINES

. Recycle when possible (Solid Waste Authority)

. Remove old refrigerator doors

. Put trash out at designated times

. Retrieve containers by the end of collection day

. Cardboard boxes are not acceptable containers -- recycle
. Construction or building materials are not allowed

. Place bulk items beside garbage cans

. ‘There may be a charge for special pick-up

. Limit container to 30 gallon size

. Do not mix garbage and yard waste

. Residents clean-up after yard waste removal
